Thursday, June 18, 2009
The meeting was called to order by Vice-President, Sandy Gelatt at 7:05 PM.

Photo Contest Rules - Sandy went over the rules for the monthly photo contest. All entries must have been taken during the present

 month. Only one picture can be submitted. However, if there is another picture taken later in the month, the present one can be deleted

 and the new one added. Contests close on the last day of each month and votes can be submitted until the 10th of the following month.

 current contest and another one a day or two before voting begins.

Photo Contest - June’s contest subject is a photo of one’s choice on any subject. Last month’s contest -Floral was won by Sandy

 Gelatt.

Prize Suggestions - It was suggested that prizes other than a Smugmug account be offered (free membership for one) for those who

 do not use Smugmug. It was noted that Smugmug Pro accounts are awarded at no charge to the club.

Civil War Weekend - There was a great turn out for this event on both Saturday and Sunday. The club’s new tent was set up right

 at the entrance. The Executive Board recommended purchasing a tent for use at events. The new 5’x8’ banner was displayed along

 with photos taken last year by club members. Last year a DVD was made using members’ pictures accompanied by music. This year

 there is a request for two DVDs - one with music and one without. Members are requested to bring a CD of any photos they wish to

 include in this year’s DVD to the July meeting.

  A minimum of 10 pictures is suggested but participants can submit as many photos as they wish.

Treasurer’s Report - Jeff Grim gave a brief report. The entire report can be seen online. The club has 96 members. Jeff requested

 that anyone who paid their dues in cash at the May meeting contact him. He lost the list of names of paid members. Anyone paying

 with a check is OK.

Change of Meeting Date - a member new to the club asked if the monthly meeting date could be changed to another night of the

 week. When the club was being organized, a poll was taken as to the best night for meetings and the 3rd Thursday of the month was

 chosen by the majority.

Events Committee Report - Loretta Killian announced that the July event will be Sports Fest held in Allentown. Many different

 sports are represented.

Program Committee Report - The committee consists of Lee Levin-Friend, Ernest Pyle and Ralph Lindgren. They met last week.

  Ralph distributed a survey to assess the needs, interests and levels of expertise of club members. The survey will also be online for

 those who were not at the meeting. There will be speakers for the next two meetings. In July, Dave Piazza, who works for Westcott

 Lighting will present a program on Lighting. There will be no charge for this presentation. In August, renowned United Nations

 photographer, John Isaac, will be the featured speaker (possible topic - The Art of Seeing).  This meeting will be held at Olympus

Headquarters in Center Valley from 7-9 PM on August 20. Other camera clubs in the area will be invited to attend. TJ Delikat will

 be sending out press releases to the area newspapers and will also take care of other advertising for the event.
